For the second year, WM produced the original play “On the Lips of  
Angels” written by Juanita Weiss in September. The Premise: When Elohim 
tells the angels of  his plan to redeem makind, they pull every stop to get him to 
alter His plans. With three performances at Beth Messiah Synagogue in 
Norfolk, WM reached almost 300 people with a message of  God’s incredible 
love for mankind. Jo T. Silva, one attendant who came from Roanoke, VA, said, 
“This was one of  the most professional and outstanding performances that I have ever seen. It 
was well written and flawless. The performers were awesome and the plot gave the audience a 
great deal to contemplate. I think the play would dazzle Broadway.” The 2012 production introduced the following additions: the 
angel Rafael; male and female counterparts of  the adversary; an eight-member angelic troupe who danced to original and 
anointed choreography by assistant director Ravenn McDowell to Paul Wilbur’s “Holy, Holy, Holy”; and an eight-member 
step team comprising the warrior angel band commanded by Michael the archangel.

A Prophetic Journey to Ethiopia
One of  the Ministries that WM supports is the House of  Israel International Ministies, HIIM. CEO of  HIIM, Messianic 
Ethiopian Rabbi Kokeb Gedamu sponsored a trip to Ethiopia in April to visit the Beta Yisrael (Black Jewish) communities who 
are living in abject poverty waiting to make aliyah to Israel. As a member of  a missions group, Juanita spent 4 days in the capital 
city Addis Ababa, visiting Faith Bible Church which ran an all-day revival on a Tuesday where Rabbi Gedamu spoke. Given the 
opportunity to address over 7,000 Ethiopians gathered, Juanita told them of  how God had spoken through a prophet twenty years 
prior of  her “dancing in Africa.” She encouraged them that God had spoken over all of  their lives and what He has spoken is 
good and if  He has spoken it, it will come to pass. She told them that according to Isaiah 18, Ethiopia will offer to the Lord a gift 
upon Mt. Zion that He will accept. Therefore, they have a great destiny in the Lord. After Rabbi Gedamu translated, thousands 
broke into a thunderous praise for a God who speaks and delivers. 

Then the group flew to Gondar, Ethiopia and enjoyed a two-day revival at Marakie Full Gospel Believers Church high on a 
Gondar mountain and enjoyed an Ethiopian worship dance (Top 3). The group also traveled to the land where HIIM will build 
an orphanage. Then they journeyed miles by van, then by foot to several remote villages of  the Beta Yisrael. Mud and hay huts 

dotted the countrysde where parched, cracking soil longed for the fall rains. 
Thin, malnourished, scantily dressed and mostly barefoot, but beautiful, 
children waited for us under a huge oak tree (Bottom L). We measured them 
and the next day went into the market place to buy clothes, water and bread, 
a temporary fix to the debilitating condition of  their poverty (Top 2nd & 4th). 
Juanita had an opportunity to bless the beautiful city of  Gondar (Top 1).
